Meeting shines light on
rare childrends disability

A NATIONAL disability charity is holding a special event in
Newton Abbot for families who have a child with hemiplegia.

Hemiplegia is as prevalent as Downis Syndrome as it affects
one in a 1,000 people, but it is comparatively unknown.

It is a neurological condition caused by damage to the brain,
usually before or around the time of birth.

The effects are like a stroke with a lack of control and
weakness down one side of the body.

The charity HemiHelp is staging its annual parents confer-
ence at Hannahs at Seale-Hayne on Saturday to give parents and
young people with hemiplegia the chance to hear experts
talking about all aspects of the condition.

Discussions will range from the latest treatments and re-
search to practical advice on topics such as education, medical
treatments and behaviour.

There will also be talks from experienced parents and young
adults who have hemiplegia and know what day-to-day living
with the condition really entails.

Charity spokesman Neelam Dongha said: 6The event also
gives families a welcome chance to meet and make friends with
others in the same position.7

More than 30 families are expected to attend, some local and
some from as far afield as Cheshire and Essex, to learn how they
can help their children.

HemiHelp events manager Samantha Lee said: 6Welll be
covering some of those aspects of living with hemiplegia which
arensdt always obvious to the outside world, including epilepsy
and autism.

THE role of government and
how the general election works
was explained to pupils at a
Newton Abbot primary school.

Charity looking for artist to spearhead war project

AN ARTIST in residence is
needed by a Newton Abbot char-
ity to help create a series of
World War One installations
around its historic campus.

The Dame Hannah Rogers
Trust, which runs Hannahs at
Seale-Hayne, has won Lotto and
Arts Council England cash for
an innovative art project called
Safe Haven.

The charity is seeking a digit-
al artist/designer in residence
to create a series of augmented
reality installations at Seale-
Hayne.

The focus for the projectis the
First World War period when
the site was a military hospital.
The artistwill be based at Seale-
Hayne from May to July, when
they will become part of the
community and work with the
Seale Haynians alumni club to

ensure their research is appro-
priately interpreted.

There are a number of stories
of past patients, the history of
the institution and community
memories which could be used
as material for the various in-
stallations, which are to be sited
throughout the campus.

A spokesman from Hannahs
said: 6Artists/designers will
need to demonstrate their un-
derstanding of contemporary
digital media and its applica-
tion for artistic expression and
historical interpretation.

6They will also need to work
with the steering group to pro-
duce materials for visitors ex-
plaining the project and how to
use it.

6An additional consideration
will be the development of phys-
ical interpretation display to be
sited at Seale-Hayne, linked to
the augmented reality trail and
artefacts.

6This will be created in part-
nership with the Seale-Hayni-
ans who manage the archive
room on site.

6Interaction with Hannahs
guests and the public are im-

portant aspects of this project
and provide an accessible
means for all to engage with
Seale-Hayne in a historical con-
text, and to be a part of the
design process and activities.7

Plymouth University will
provide academic and technical
support for the project and the
charity is keen to develop
mentor programmes for stu-
dents and guests.

Hannahs is also talking to
local schools and youth groups
about working together on the
project.

An independent evaluator is
also being sought for the pro-
ject, and their reportwill forma
key part of the feedback to the
funders.
